The Indigenous Global Network for Innovation, Technology and Engineering program supported by Amazon Prime Air is an exciting and unique opportunity for current Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander students who are interested in pursuing a career in engineering and information technology or business management. 

Participants will have the opportunity to join a small group of peers from across Australia and travel to the United States for a 10-day immersive experience of industry and university visits to hear from leading professionals, researchers and innovators that are working on cutting-edge technological and engineering solutions. The program will also see participants engage in First Nations culture and knowledges in a global context.


To be eligible for this program, applicants must:

· Be of Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander descent, identify as Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander and be accepted as such by the community in which they live or have lived

· Provide written confirmation of Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander identity

· Be currently enrolled part-time of full-time at an Australian university and undertaking studies in an engineering, technology or business degree or research program

· Either be currently enrolled in a bachelor's degree and have completed a minimum of one year of study; OR be currently enrolled in a postgraduate degree or higher

· Hold a current Australian passport that expires no earlier than July 2027, or be willing to apply for a new passport

· Not be a previous IGNITE participant

· Be available to travel between Monday, 30 November 2026 – Wednesday 9 December 2026 to participate in IGNITE in Seattle, Washington, USA.

· CV
· Academic transcript
· Proof of enrolment
· One written academic or professional reference 

Step 3. Go to the Qualtrics form via our IGNITE website, fill out your details and upload your Application Form, and documented evidence from Step 2.

Step 4. Agree to our privacy and collection notice and submit your application.

Application Documents 

Please ensure that you submit an application with all required documents. 

Your application will not be considered complete or pass the shortlisting process if all required documents are not submitted.

Confirmation of Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander eligibility through either a signed statement from an incorporated Indigenous organization or Land Council OR a completed Statuary Declaration Form OR a written statement verifying eligibility from your university's Indigenous unit.

Curriculum Vitae (CV) is a detailed document outlining a person’s academic, professional and personal achievements, providing a comprehensive overview of their career and qualifications. CVs should be no more than 2 pages.

An academic transcript of all university results is an official document and record of your enrolment and results from your university.

Proof of Enrolment is an official document issued by a university confirming a student’s current registration status. 

One written academic OR professional reference

References should outline and address the following:
· Referee’s academic and/or professional position
· Referee’s academic and/or professional position in relation to the candidate
· Demonstrated abilities and capabilities of the candidate Personal qualities and characteristics of the candidate
· The candidate’s leadership potential in their field of study/work and/or Indigenous community
· If applicable, the candidate’s contribution to the Indigenous community Referee’s contact details (name, title, email address, phone number).
